FENDER FLARE INSTALLATION

1. Wash and dry all contact areas of the

vehicle.

Wipe all six fender flares inside and out with
a clean cloth.

Take special care to ensure that the inside
of the vehicle fender liners are clean.

2. Remove and retain the 3x Phillips self
tapping screws securing the LHS front mud
flap.

Remove the front mud flap from the vehicle
and retain.

Repeat on RHS.

3. Remove and retain the 3x Phillips self
tapping screws, and 1x clip securing the
LHS rear mud flap.

Remove the rear mud flap from the vehicle
and retain.

Repeat on RHS.

4. FOR VEHICLES WITHOUT SIDE STEPS

Remove and retain the 3x Phillips self
tapping screws securing the LHS rear air
guide (located in front of the rear wheel).

Remove the rear air guide from the vehicle
and discard. Repeat on RHS.

FOR VEHICLES WITH SIDE STEPS

Install 2x Plastic Thread Clips (19) . Repeat
on RHS.

. Remove and retain the 3x T20 Torx screws

from the LHS wheel arch liner.

Repeat on RHS.

. Install 2x M6 Bolts (21) and 2x M6 Nyloc

Nuts (22) on the Front Bumper Flare LH
(3). Torque to 2Nm.

Install 6x M6 Bolts (21) and 6x M6 Nyloc
Nuts (22) on the Front Fender Flare LH (1).
Torque to 2Nm.

Repeat on RHS.

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7. Clean the inside top edge of the Front
Fender Flare LH (1) and Front Bumper
Flare LH (3) with an Alcohol Wipe (16).

Take special care to clean all areas where

the Rubber Extrusion will adhere.
(see step 8)

Apply Primer Stick (18) to cleaned area.
Allow primer to dry for 3 minutes.

CAUTION: Flare may have sharp edges,
wear protective gloves.

8. Remove approx 50mm of protective liner

from the inside of the Fender Flare
Extrusion - 1500mm (8). Fit the Extrusion
to the Front Fender Flare LH(1) as shown.
Trim any excess.

Start at the exposed tag ends and fully

remove the tape liner.

Repeat this process with 1x Fender Flare
Extrusion - 700mm(7) and Front Bumper
Flare LH(3).

Cut 2-3 triangle reliefs into the extrusion
(as shown) to help the Fender Flare
Extrusion - 700mm (7) conform to the
shape of the Front Bumper Flare LH (3) as

10. Place the Front Fender Flare LH (1) onto

the vehicle, aligning with the bumper,
pushing up hard against the under side of
the flare. Using a non-permanent marker
or masking tape, mark the fender around
the perimeter of the fender flare to clearly
show where the flare sits on the vehicle.

Remove the fender flare.

Clean the area with Alcohol Wipe (16).
Apply Primer Stick (18) just below the
marked line on the fender. Ensure the
primer patch is the full width of the Primer
Stick brush and follows the full perimeter
of the flare.

Allow the primer to dry for 3 minutes.

11. Peel back 50mm of red tape liner from

each corner of the Fender Flare Extrusion
- 1500mm (8). Fit the Front Fender Flare
LH (1) to the vehicle as shown.

12. Loosely fit 2x original Phillips screws as

shown.

Install 2x Screw Clips(10) as shown.

Install 2x original T20 Torx screws through
the Screw Clips and the vehicle fender.

IMPORTANT: Tighten the T20 Torx
screws, while applying good pressure
against the screw clip and the Front
Fender Flare to ensure there is no gap
between the Fender Flare and the
vehicle fender.

Tighten the 2x original Phillips screws in
Step 12 above.

Place the Front Bumper Flare LH (3) onto
the vehicle, aligning with the Front Fender
Flare LH (1), and pushing up hard against
the fender. Using a non-permanent marker
or masking tape, mark the fender around
the perimeter of the bumper flare to clearly
show where the flare sits on the vehicle.

Remove the fender flare.

Clean the area with Alcohol Wipe (16).
Apply Primer Stick (18) just below the
marked line on the fender. Ensure the
primer patch is the full width of the Primer
Stick brush and follows the full perimeter
of the flare.

Allow the primer to dry for 3 minutes.

Peel back 50mm of red tape liner from
each corner of the Fender Flare Extrusion
- 700mm (7). Fit the Front Bumper Flare
LH (3) to the vehicle as shown.

Install 1x original T20 Torx screw in the
other location as shown.

IMPORTANT: Tighten the T20 Torx
screws, while applying good pressure
against the Front Bumper Flare to
ensure there is no gap between it and
the vehicle fender.

Ensure that the Front Fender Flare LH (1)
and Front Bumper Flare LH (3) are fully
aligned.

Start at the exposed tag ends and fully
remove the tape liner.

Install 8x M6 Bolts (21) and 8x M6 Nyloc
Nuts (22) on the Rear Fender Flare LH.
Torque to 2Nm.

Repeat on RHS.

Clean the inside of the Rear Fender Flare
LH (5) with an Alcohol Wipe (16).

Take special care to clean all areas where
the Rubber Extrusion will adhere.
(see step 8)

24. Notch the inside lip of the Extrusion to help
it conform to the tight corners around the
fuel filler cap (Points ‘A’ shown in Step 22
Image).

Cut five triangular reliefs in location B,
eight in location C and four in location D
(as shown).

25. IMPORTANT: Ensure the extrusion is
conformed around the tight corners,
creating a proper seal.

26. Trim the LHS rear mud flap using a
stanley knife and the appropriate
measurements as shown.

Fender Flare (5) using 2x 6mm Scrivets
(15) and 1x Fir-tree Clip (13).

Place the Rear Fender Flare LH (5) onto
the vehicle, pushing the flare up hard
against the fender. Ensure the slots align
with the holes in the fender.

Mark or make a note of where the flare
contacts the fender. Using a non-
permanent marker or masking tape, mark
the fender around the perimeter of the
fender flare to clearly show where the flare
sits on the vehicle. Remove the fender
flare.

Clean the area with Alcohol Wipe (16).
Apply Primer Stick (18) just below the
marked line on the fender. Ensure the
primer patch is the full width of the Primer
Stick brush and follows the full perimeter
of the flare. Allow the primer to dry for 3
minutes.

Peel back 50mm of red tape liner from
each corner of the Fender Flare Extrusion
- 2060mm (9). Fit the Rear Fender Flare
LH (5) to the vehicle as shown.

Install 4x C-Clips (11) as shown.
FOR VEHICLES WITHOUT SIDE STEPS

Fix with 2x original Phillips screws
previously used to retain the rear air guide.

FOR VEHICLES WITH SIDE STEPS
Fix with 2x Black Wafer Head Screws (20).

IMPORTANT: Tighten the screws, while
applying good pressure against the
Rear Fender Flare LH (5) to ensure
there is no gap between it and the
vehicle fender.

Install 1x C-Clip (11) as shown.

Replace 2x original Phillips screws in the
locations as shown.
